
Language Area 
This month we will continue to work with the 
language sandbox, and spelling. For Bo Po Mo Fo 
(ㄅㄆㄇㄈ). We will start again with ㄠㄡㄢ and ㄣ 
and will spend more time with pinyin. 
We are learning the Chinese characters : ⼭、河、
⼊、海、千、⾥、⽬、⽩、上 和 ⼀。We read the 
Chinese poem 三字經, and will continue working on 
登鸛雀樓. The English classroom will work with the 
sounds for Gg, Ll, Pp and Zz. Older children will be 
working with spelling and blending consonants fl, gl, 
pl and bl. The children will learn how to spell the 
names of four spring flowers per week.The English 
poem will be “Spring” 

Art and Music 

We are learning the songs Zipity Doo Dah and I Love My 
Mommy in the English classrooms. We are learning 我的好妈妈 
and 醜⼩鴨 in the Chinese classrooms. We will make flower crafts 
using recycled objects. 

Science and Geography 
We will learn about botanical ideas, the botany cabinet, and how to 
grow flowers, vegetables, and plants. We will also learn about the life cycle 
of a honeybee. For geography, we will study the map of the United States.

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Practical Life Area
